Coaches Code of Conduct: I hereby pledge to provide positive support, care 

and encouragement for every player by following the Louisa Area Soccer 

Association Coaches Code of Conduct. 

• I agree to support LASA and abide by the Coaches Code of Conduct. 

• I will not smoke, drink alcohol or use illegal drugs while in 

attendance of a LASA game or practice event. 

• I will not, under any circumstances, shout abusively at my child or 

any other child. 

• I will not use or shout profanity during practice or games to any 

parent, child or referee. 

• I will not, under any circumstances, threaten any physical abuse to 

another coach, parent, or child. 

• I will not dispute any call made by the referees. 

• If any disputes, I will speak the head referee. 

• I will only make positive comments to any player playing in a game 

whether it is my child’s team or not. 

• I understand the game is for the children and not for the adults. 

• I understand that spectators are to remain on the side of the field, 

opposite the teams; spectators will remain at least three feet behind 

the touchline; if spectators behavior is out of line, the referee will 

ask the coaches to speak to the spectators; if behavior continues it is 

within discretion of the referee to ask the offending spectator(s) to 

leave the field; and the referee has the right to abandon the match 

if the spectators become unruly and out of control.
